There are many
times when it looks like the run is over. Suddenly, his uncanny
ability to extricate combinations, and the courage it takes to go for
them, borders on the miraculous. One miss and the roles are
reversed as Balsis has the ability and history to keep Crane in his
seat. Playing in top coat and tie, and foul on all balls, adds to the
drama as they lean into the table. In the last rack, with the
outcome nigh, an errant cue ball could have ended it all. The
Deacon summons composure and, like that cat, lands on his feet.
